Minutes
Forsyth City Council Meeting
Monday, May 18, 2026

Call to Order
Mayor Goolsby called the meeting to order at 6:00p.m.
Pledge of Allegiance, Invocation, and Roll Call
Mayor Goolsby led the pledge of allegiance. The invocation was led by Mrs. Marilyn Tucker. Roll call was led by Mrs. Shayla Furlow, the City Clerk.  In attendance for the meeting was Mayor Goolsby, Councilmembers Josh Hill, Walter Goodson, Lois Allen, Glynn Holmes, Charles Wilder, and Mike Dodd. Also in attendance at the meeting was the City Manager, Craig Mims, Assistant City Manager, Regina Ivie, and City Attorney, Brian Causey. Six members of the council were in attendance for the meeting; therefore, all unanimous votes will be six votes (Hill, Goodson, Allen, Holmes, Wilder and Dodd).
Approval of the agenda.
Mr. Goodson offered a motion to approve the agenda as presented. Seconded by Mr. Holmes; the motion carried unanimously.
Approval of the minutes from the council meeting held on May 4, 2026.
Mrs. Allen offered a motion to approve the minutes from the council meeting held on May 4, 2026 with an amendment of the vote for the motion to proceed with the permitting for Tobesofkee Creek Reservoir dredging of five in favor (Hill, Goodson, Allen, Holmes, and Wilder) and one vote in opposition (Dodd). Seconded by Mr. Goodson; the motion carried unanimously.
GA Cities Week Art Contest Winners
Ms. Kemie Childs, the Main Street Director, presented the awards to the GA Cities Week Art Contest winners from T.G. Scott Elementary, K.B. Sutton Elementary, and Hubbard Elementary.
Approval of a voting delegate for the Georgia Municipal Association’s Annual Meeting
Mr. Wilder offered a motion to appoint Mayor Goolsby as the voting delegate for the Georgia Municipal Association’s Annual Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Goodson; the motion carried unanimously.
City Manager’s Report
Mr. Craig Mims, the City Manager, stated that the security camera installation for Country Club and Kynette Park are 80% complete. He stated that the Forsyth City Hall will be closed on Monday, May 25, 2026 in observance of Memorial Day and the splash pads at Country Club and Kynette Park will open on Memorial Day.
City Attorney Report
Mr. Brian Causey, the City Attorney, had no business to report.
Mayor’s Report
Mayor Goolsby expressed appreciation that the city is observing the Memorial Day holiday and stated that he wanted to keep all those who served, at any level of service, along with their families, in his thoughts and prayers. He also extended thoughts and prayers to the families of those who lost loved ones while serving the country.
Additional Business
Mr. Goodson stated that at the last meeting Mr. Holmes gifted his salary back to the city. Since the he had the opportunity to speak with him regarding were the funds could be used and suggested that they create a committee that Mr. Holmes would chair and the funds go towards charitable purposes. He suggested that Ms. Linda Hampton be placed on the committee.
Mr. Holmes stated that as long as the funds go toward social services. He stated that Mr. Goodson stated that he would donate some of his salary.
Mayor Goolsby questioned the City Attorney, Mr. Brian Causey and the City Manager, Mr. Craig Mims, regarding what needs to be done to formally establish the committee or whether it would function as an ad hoc committee.
Mr. Brian Causey stated that they would have to create a new line item.
Mayor Goolsby stated that the City Attorney, Brian Causey, and Mrs. Regina Ivie, the Assistant City Manager, can work out the details and come back at the next council meeting with a solution and then they can discuss the committee.
Mr. Goodson offered a motion to redirect funds being gifted back to the city from Mr. Holmes to be used for social services. Seconded by Mr. Wilder the motion carried with five votes in favor (Hill. Goodson, Allen, Wilder, and Dodd) and one recusal (Holmes).
Mrs. Allen stated that the Conventions & Visitors Bureau won the Silver Communicator Award for the “Fish. Beer. Repeat.” Campaign and congratulated them for winning.

Mr. Hill stated that a Memorial Day Celebration will be held on Monday, May 25, 2026 at 11:00a.m. Flags will be placed around the downtown square. He thanked the team that put the celebration together to honor our veterans.

Public Comments
Mr. Tye Hannah at Peachtree Corners, Georgia owner of property at the corner of Smith and Johnstonville Road stated that he wanted to inform the mayor and council that that over the last week for the Forsyth Technology Campus they have started due diligence work. He stated that they are surveying, topography work, cutting pathways into the property, and some drilling. The drilling is for the soil compaction and rock, to figure out where the rock is. Mr. Hannah stated that they are also doing endangered species testing and archaeological site testing. He stated that he just wanted to update the council in case they have questions from citizens who want to know what’s going on. He stated that all the council should have his number and should feel free to give it to the public if they have questions or concerns. 
Executive Session (if necessary)
Mr. Dodd offered a motion to enter executive session for personnel matters at 6:20p.m. Seconded by Mr. Holmes; the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Wilder offered a motion to end executive session at 7:21pm. Seconded by Mr. Holmes; the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Goolsby called the meeting back to regular session.

Mr. Holmes offered a motion to retain Mr. Craig Mims, the City Manager, with the City of Forsyth. Seconded by Mr. Goodson; the motion carried with five votes in favor (Hill, Goodson, Allen, Holmes, and Wilder) and one vote in opposition (Dodd).

Mr. Holmes offered a motion to extend Mr. Craig Mims contract for three years, with an amendment, changing the notice provision from 60 days to 90 days. Seconded by Mr. Wilder; the motion carried with four votes in favor (Goodson, Allen, Holmes, and Wilder) and two votes in opposition (Hill and Dodd).

There being no further business to discuss Mayor Goolsby adjourned the meeting at 7:24p.m.
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
